 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1General Structure of OGHRG Committees Whenever 5 or more OGHRG members feel an issue or idea is important enough to act upon, they may form a committee. They shall report to the Board of Directors on their progress and to the Committee Coordinator, as well as inform the General Membership at the following General meeting. That committee shall then be approved or denied by the General Membership attending. Because of the speed of which things move nowadays, our committee structure is designed to be flexible: committees can formed, be transferred to other organizations, or dissolved by the discretion of the BOD and/or by the General Membership.

Density and Zoning Committee - The Density/Zoning Committee is focused on preserving the character of Old Granada Hills as it is right now. It was by far the main concern of our residents according to our surveys (67%). In general, we are not against reasonable and well-planned growth; we are opposed to most variances and violations of our current zoning codes that create higher density. They have had several meetings and identified many key focal points, which have lead to the submission of a modified Specific Plan for our area to the L.A. Department of Planning and awaiting approval of the City Council. These changes are of vital importance in our effort to keep our "small town" feel, as current zoning laws would allow for approximately 500 new homes to be built in "Old" Granada Hills alone.
